In “The Point of No Return”, Andrew Lloyd Webber shows that even though the point of no return comes, you have to go on and live with it. The tone of the song is a bit sad and confused. After the point of no return, the pressure is gone. When a person passes the point of no return, they are done with that part of their life forever.


In Act 3, Scene 1, the prince proclaims this. Romeo is banished by the prince. “Immediately we do exile him hence” (Prince 3.1.197). The prince banishes Romeo, and Romeo can never see Juliet again.
