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The people of New Hampshire vs. Gene Forrester.

Gene Forrester is being accused of attempted murder for allegedly pushing his friend Phineas out of a tree. The fall out of the tree caused Phineas to break his leg and be admitted into the hospital. When the fall occurred, the boys were going to jump off of a tree branch into a river; both boys knew the risks before climbing the tree.

To be found guilty for this crime, Gene needs to be accused of having an intention to kill or cause bodily harm to Phineas when he allegedly pushed him out of the tree. The penalty for attempted murder is a life sentence in prison. 

The prosecution believes that Gene intentionally knocked Phineas out of the tree by way of jouncing the limb they were both standing on. The eyewitness may be clinically insane. The defense believes that Phineas fell without any effort from Gene.
